6 and Under

1.  All players on the team must play two (2) innings per game in the field.  If a player

Habitually misses practice and/or games, the coach may reduce that playing time to one (1) inning per game.

2.  All Players will bat in round robin order.  If a player bats out of order, the player is    called out.
3.  Free substitution rule is in effect.

4.  There will be a five (5) run limit per inning.

5.  There will be a six (6) inning limit or one hour per game which ever comes first.

*tie Games – One extra inning will be played and after the extra inning, if still           tied, game will result in a draw.


(New Rule Approved by All Coaches)

6.  A player will be allowed three (3) full swings at bat.  The ball must be put into play, fair ball, on or before the third swing or the batter is called out (a foul ball on the 5th swing results in an out)


*Strikes will not be called on a batter unless the batter makes an attempt to take a full swing at the ball.  Players “measuring” up to the tee and inadvertently knocking the ball from the tee will not be assessed a strike.



(New Rule Approved by All Coaches)

7.  Pitching rubber will be set 35 feet with a eight (8) foot circle drawn around the pitching rubber (new rule approved by all coaches 2/21/09 to make it safer for the pitcher)
8.  Bases will be set at 45 feet.
9.  The pitcher must keep both feet in the circle until the ball is hit.

10.  If the pitcher is not in the pitcher’s circle when the ball is hit, the batter is awarded first base and every base runner is awarded one base.

11.  A six (6) foot arc will be drawn in front of home plate.  Any ball failing to clear the arc will be called foul.
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12.  To Stop play:


*The pitcher has control of the ball with at least one foot in the pitchers circle.


*Fly ball caught in the pitchers circle.

*A defensive player has control of the ball in front of the lead base runner, in this situation time will be called

*One (1) base may be attempted by all runners on overthrows (ball must pass first or third base foul line)


(New Rule Approved by All Coaches)

13.  Runners may not leave the base until the ball is struck.  If the runner leaves the base early she is called out.

14.  Coaches will not be allowed to physically assist base runners.  If a coach physically assists the runner, the runner will be called out.

15.  There will not be bunting.

16.  The catcher will stand off to one side of the batters box until after the ball is struck or the player may play in the outfield.

17.  A team will be given one (1) warning if a player slings the bat in the umpires judgement. In the umpires judgement any further bat slinging will result in the batter being called out..



(New Rule Approved by All Coaches 2/19/09 to make the game safer)
18.  A game may be played with a maximum of ten (10) players and a minimum of six (6) players.  An out will not be imposed by a team which has a minimum of 6 players.
19.  There will be no infield fly rule in effect.
20.  The home team will be in the 3rd base dugout and the visitor team will be in the 1st base dugout.
21. To start the game the umpire says “play ball” and then batter up.  The batter will then adjust the tee; COACH may assist in the Tee adjustment & provide verbal instruction only in positioning the batter.  The Coach or Umpire 9Coaches choice) will then set the ball on the tee.  The next batter will remain on the deck circle until the umpire calls for her.                   (New Rule approved by all Coaches)

21.  Coaches are prohibited from calling timeout after the ball has been placed on the tee.

22.  Time out will be called immediately if a player is hurt.  When this occurs, runners and the batter will be awarded the base they are running to.

23.  Team rosters MUST be turned into the scorekeeper at least 10 minutes prior to the scheduled game time.

24.  Any fair ball that bounces over the fence, under the fence, or through the fence will be considered a ground rule double.

25.  In the event of the base path being blocked by a defensive player who is not attempting to make a play, the runner will be awarded the next base.  This is a judgment call made by the umpire.


*For player(s) safety – defensive players must remain behind the halfway (1/2) mark on the 1st and 3rd base foul lines.

26.  Coaches will be allowed to remain on the field to instruct players verbally for the entire game (season), Coaches will not be allowed to physically position defensive players while the ball is in play.  However, they may physically position the player while time has been called.  Coaches MUST be positioned behind outfielders.  


(New Rule Approved by All Coaches)

27. No smoking, chewing or dipping of tobacco products or foul 

Language will be tolerated during the game from any of the coaching 

Staff or anyone in the dugout. Any violation will result in that 

individual being suspended from the next league game or their team will

forfeit the game.

28. Any coach or parent displaying unsportsmanlike conduct will be 

given a warning by the umpire. The umpire will notify both coaches and 

the involved parent or coach of such warning. Any further display of 

unsportsmanlike conduct will result in the coach or parent being asked 

to leave the perimeter of the playing fields or their team will 

forfeit. If asked to leave they may remain in the parking are until the 

game is over so they can take their child home.

29.  A PROTEST by a coach must be declared before the batter strikes the next live ball.  The protesting coach will notify the plate umpire who will then notify the opposing coach of the protest.  The plate umpire will also notify the scorekeeper of the exact time of the protest and the time remaining in the game.  The scorekeeper will log the exact inning, score, outs, player batting, runners and the count on the batter at the time of the protest.  The field chairman will be notified by telephone immediately following the game.  All protests must be in writing and give the specifics detailing the protest.  The protest then must be placed in and envelope designated for the field chairman and turned into the Optimist Club or the Field Chairman within 24 hours from the time the game was scheduled to begin.  There will be a $50.00 protest fee that must accompany the protest.  The fee will be returned if the protest is won.
30. At the end of the year, the trophies will be awarded based upon the best win/loss record.  If for some reason the same number of games were not played by all teams, the position will be awarded based upon the best winning percentage.  In the event of ties in trophy positions the tie will be broken by the international tie breaker rules.
